but the desire to start a family in a 
more urban community—and the 
recommendation of friends living 
in Kenny Neighborhood—lured 
them to Minnesota. They moved to 
their warm and welcoming home 
at 57th and Emerson in fall 1993.  
“It was easy to meet people”, says 
Bill.  “All the neighbors were so 
nice and we had two dogs so you 
just naturally meet folks when 
you’re out for a walk.”

At the time of their arrival here, 
the Neighborhood Revitalization 
Project (NRP) was in its early stag-
es in Minneapolis. Kenny Neigh-
borhood was seeking volunteers. 
Laura read some information and 
remembers, “I said to myself, our 
neighborhood has to do this! Bill 
and I were starved for a sense of 
community.  We both had won-
derful neighborhood experiences 
growing up.  And this was a great 
way to feel a part of something 
special and important.”  

Bill and Laura focused their ef-
forts on the neighborhood play-
ground—shared by Kenny School 
and Kenny Park. They reminisce 
about meetings, surveys, writing 
the NRP Plan and determining 
how the NRP funding should be 
used to benefit the neighborhood 
and to include as many sugges-
tions and ideas from neighbors as 
possible. There were hard deci-
sions to be made. The energy and 
dedication Laura and Bill offered 
this project caused the playground 

you now see to be a central focus 
of the lives of many neighbors—
young and old.  The fact that Laura 
and Bill did not have children 
themselves when they led the 
playground project is a testament 
to the generosity of their spirits.  
Soon, however, they had their own 
children to push on the swings and 
help down the slide: Sam was born 
in 1997 and his sister, Amelia, fol-
lowed in 2000.  

A few years ago when Sam was 
enjoying the Tiny Tots program at 
Kenny Park, Laura and Bill were 
dismayed to learn the program 
would be closed. Not surprisingly, 
they led an energized group that 
lobbied to keep Tiny Tots at Kenny 
Park. Tiny Tots thrives to this day.  

With Sam enjoying first grade 
and Amelia participating in Tiny 
Tots, Laura is able to volunteer 
in a variety of places at Kenny 
School, including the Media Cen-
ter, the Computer Lab and in Sam’s 
class. She has also helped launch 
the new Kenny School Web site. 
Check it out:  
http://kenny.mpsedu.org.  

Bill, a partner with BKV Group, 
is an award-winning architect both 
locally and nationally. He has been 
the creative light behind many 
familiar sights, including the refec-
tory and band shell at Minnehaha 
Falls, the new Edina City Hall, and 
a tree house for the Minnesota 
Landscape Arboretum. He has 
teamed up with Kenny neighbor 
Christine Frisk to design Restaurant 
Five (opening early summer) in the 
former 5th Precinct site at 29th 
and Bryant. Bill is also designing 
a significant mixed-use project in 

Uptown involving the expansion 
of the Lagoon Theater; 100,000 
square feet of office space for an 
advertising agency in Bloomington 
wanting to relocate to the city; 
and 112 condominiums clustered 
around a european style piazza. 

In 2004 Bill received a signifi-
cant honor when the American 
Institute of Architects awarded him 
and three others its Young Archi-
tects Award.  

Also legendary is Laura’s gar-
dening talent. 1995 saw the start of 
Laura’s landscape design business, 
Anthemis (little flower).  Laura has 
transformed many local gardens, 
including Edina’s old Baird Estate, 
a lovely National Register of His-
toric Places Victorian near 50th 
and France.  Most of her work is 
in the Lake Minnetonka area and 
is occasionally featured during 
garden- tour season. She has been 
honored with awards from the 
Minnesota Nursery and Landscape 
Association, and her projects have 
been published in Mpls/St. Paul 
Magazine.  

“I enjoy my work immensely, 
but I put my family first,” she says.

 “This neighborhood feels like 
a small town within the city—we 
can walk to everything,” Laura 
says. “Neighbors help neighbors 
here. We watch out for each other.  
Even inconveniences like airplane 
noise and blizzards seem to bring 
us together.  We’re staying part of 
this neighborhood and enjoy being 
able to contribute to it.”

KNA-TRUST effort helps neighbors

For the past year, the KNA has 
been a partner with TRUST, Inc., 
a coalition of South Minneapolis 
congregations that have served our 
community since 1970.  

The KNA offers funding to 
TRUST Inc. each month to link se-
niors and disabled Kenny residents 
with reputable workers who can 
take care of small household proj-
ects or seasonal chores. The KNA 
provides partial or full funding for 
the service costs so these neigh-
bors can afford to remain indepen-
dent in their homes.  

The program serves between 
five and ten residents each month, 
but there is plenty of room for 
more.  

If you would like some assis-
tance around your house at low 
or no cost, call TRUST and tell 
them you would like to join the 
Kenny Neighborhood program. 
If you don’t need assistance, but 
have neighbors on your block 
who might be interested, tell them 
about the program.

Back in 1997, the Neighborhood 
Revitalization Program designated 
approximately $600,000 to the 
Kenny Neighborhood to spend on 
neighborhood projects. Slightly 
less that one-third of that is the 
amount of money remaining to be 
spent in Kenny in the future. 

If you would like to have a say 
in how that remaining money is 
spent, now is the time to get in-
volved. 

A large amount of what is left 
was set aside to use for Lyndale 
Avenue improvements. The KNA 
has given grants to three business-
es for landscape and streetscape 
improvements, and to design con-
sultants to draft plans for the Lyn-
dale area. 

Currently, there are four Kenny 
residents serving on the Lyndale 
Avenue South Renewal-Creek to 
Crosstown (LASR-CC) committee 
to work this year with a new set of 
consultants to bring all the visions 
together in a master plan for Lyn-
dale Avenue. Part of the planning 
process will be community meet-
ings to get ideas from residents on 
transportation, housing, lighting, 
and business improvements they 
would like to see in our area.

Treasures in our midst

Nine Kenny neighbors are 
recognized for their service to 
neighbors and neighborhood

Kenny Neighborhood celebrates 
its nine recipients of the Kenny 
Neighborhood Treasure award: 
Tom Campbell, the Philip and 
Betty Klint family, Jan Tolle Mac-
Donald, and Mary Schmalz. They 
are recognized for the significant 
difference they have made in the 
lives of residents on their block 
and in the neighborhood. The 
Treasures received a framed award 
certificate at the KNA annual 
meeting at Anthony Middle School 
on April 19. 

Tom Campbell moved into his 
home on Colfax and 55th St. in 
1977.  He has become a familiar 
face around the neighborhood by 
getting involved as a block leader 
and in other neighborhood func-
tions.  You may recognize him 
from his daily walks with his trusty 
companion these days, a spunky 
little English setter named Zeke.  
You might also see Tom on the 
slopes sledding with his daughter, 
Kelsey,  ice skating and taking on 
the neighbors in a friendly game of 
hockey at the Kenny Park outdoor 
ice rink. These signs of genuine 
friendliness are some of the rea-
sons Tom Braun nominated Camp-
bell for the award. 

“Tom is a tireless neighborhood 
organizer and block leader,” says 
Braun, who moved into the same 
block in 2000 and met Campbell 
on National Night Out that sum-
mer. “He is very friendly and al-
ways takes pains to greet and talk 
with neighbors. Campell knows 
how important it is that people get 
out and meet their fellow residents 
for crime prevention and a sense of 
community, Braun says. “Tom does 
that better than anyone I’ve seen, 
and I wanted to honor that.”  

Campbell’s friendly attitude 
carries into his career where he 
has been a mechanic for the Met-
ropolitan Transit Commission for 
more than 30 years and also has a 
strong presence in the MTC union.   
His “I’m a joiner!” attitude shines 
through professionally as well as 
personally. He was an active coach 
in his daughter’s soccer and t-ball 
teams and continues to get in-
volved in anything he can.  Camp-
bell, a KNA Board member, is 
committed to neighborhood walks 
as a way to convey a sense of 
community in the neighborhood.

Keeping an eye out for neigh-
bors is clearly a trait of the Klint 
family, says Joanna Lees, who 
nominated the family for the Trea-
sures award. In 1991, around the 
time they moved into their home 
on Irving Avenue and 56th Street, 
Lees and her husband learned 
that he had leukemia. During her 
husband’s illness, and the first 
five months of living in Kenny, 
Lees met essentially no one in the 
neighborhood as she focused on 
his care. Afterwards, Lees faced 
the prospect of maintaining a big 
house single-handedly, a daunting 
task that she was not at all sure she 
could do. That’s where Betty and 

Philip Klint and their family, who 
live next door, stepped in and be-
came a neighborhood treasure in 
Lees’ life. They have offered an at-
tentiveness to detail, helping hands 
for Lees’ house and yard, loving 
care of her cat when she’s out of 
town, and assistance in maintain-
ing her inherited and beloved 
sailboat, Frankly Scarlet. The Klints 
and their children, Curt, Cassan-
dra, Angela, and Amanda, “have 
always made me feel that I could 
cope with a big house on my own. 
... They have been so lovely to 
me,” Lees says, “so completely reli-
able. ... [Their help] has allowed 
me to stay here.” 

Residents of Kenny for 21 years, 
Philip and Betty Klint are firm be-
lievers in being neighborly. They 
make sure Lees’ front sidewalk and 
driveway are cleared after a snow-
fall worthy of snowblowing, bring 
in her mail and leavr lights on in 
her house when she is away, and 
are a resource if she has questions. 
For example, having some sailing 
experience and being handy, Philip 
helped fix the rudder on Lees’ 
sailboat. Such activities, Betty says 
graciously, are “regular neighborly

stuff. You’re here, so you do it!”
Another 2005 Treasure, Jan 

Tolle MacDonald, is almost a leg-
end in her part of Kenny. She and 
her husband, Tim, moved to Grass 
Lake Terrace and 59th Street about 
10 years ago, when their son, 
Andy, was a year old. Since then, 
she has chaired the Kenny Festival 
for three years, cochaired the Ken-
ny School carnival at the end of 
the school year, chaired the Kenny 
School rummage sale, and made 
and served many, many gallons 
of hot chocolate to neighbors and 
to teammates of Andy’s. She has 
also been a welcoming committee 
for new neighbors to her part of 
Kenny and to park activities. 

It was in this light that she fi rst 
was noticeda—and noticed, and 
noticed some more—by Michelle 
DeVaughn, who nominated Mac-
Donald for the award. During the 
DeVaughns’ fi rst sports season in 
the neighborhood, in 2002, as they 
registered their son Nathan for soc-
cer and attended the games, Mac-
Donald was there making or giving 
out food and beverages, talking 
with parents, and making every-
one feel at home. “Everywhere 
we turned, there was Jan, serving 
hot dogs, serving hot chocolate!” 
DeVaughn says. She helped the 
DeVaughns feel very welcome in 
their new community.

MacDonald is also an involved 
block leader. When there was 

a rash of burglaries in Kenny in 
fall 2003, she helped organize a 
block meeting, inviting the 5th 
Precinct SAFE/CCP offi cer and its 
crime prevention specialist to talk 
about neighborhood and home 
safety. About 50 people heard the 
presentation and walked through 
the block with the SAFE team as 
they pointed out dos and don’ts 
of home security. Here, too, Mac-
Donald served her omnipresent 
hot chocolate and welcomed at-
tendees. Another gathering she 
has hosted, this one annually, is a 
Halloween party for Andy’s class 
and other neighborhood chil-
dren—sometimes with about 60 
participants. At one point in the 
evening, they would parade down 
the street, carrying a fl ag and 
decked in full costume. 

Not far away from the Mac-
Donalds, Mary Schmalz is helping 
create a strong sense of neighbor-
hood in her corner of Kenny. She 
and her husband, Steve, moved in 
1991 to James Avenue and 60th 
Street, their second home in Ken-
ny. During the decade when their 
children, Emily and Drew, were 
students at Kenny School, Schmalz 
volunteered in numerous ways, 
including four years as PTA trea-
surer and two years as yearbook 
coordinator. She also and helped 
with fund-raising for a springtime 
environmental camp. While her 
children attended Anthony Middle 
School, she codirected fundraisers 
for the school band and served as 
volunteer coordinator. And while 
her kids have attended Southwest 

High School, where Drew is a ju-
nior, she has pitched in as a parent 
volunteer. 

Schmalz has been the block 
leader for James Avenue at 60th all 
the while, organizing the National 
Night Out party, welcoming new 
neighbors, updating the block map 
of phone numbers and names of 
family members, and delivering 
fl iers. Because of the community-
building efforts of Schmalz and 
others, the block was recognized 
by the Minneapolis Police Depart-
ment, which presented it with a 
Building Blocks Award in 2003. 
Permanent signs at both ends of 
the block showcase it as an award 
winner. Schmalz has helped pro-
mote the Grass Lake Clean-up and 
has hosted a luncheon afterwards 
for its volunteers. 

Being involved is intrinsic to 
Schmalz. “I’m not just going to go 
to a meeting and just sit there with-
out volunteering, without saying ‘I 
can do that,’“ she says.

Mark Plenke, who nominated 
her for the Treasures award, says 
it’s the unoffi cial role of Schmalz 
as a good friend and neighbor that 
means most to him.

”Mary’s the neighbor who drops 
a note in your mailbox congratu-
lating your kids on a recent ac-
complishment. She’s organized 
celebrations and potlucks, and 
she volunteers to drive the kids to 
school on a nasty day,” he says. 
“I can’t imagine how different our 
block would be without her. She 
represents one of the best things 
about living in Minneapolis: having 
great neighbors.”

Kids who skip school 
are trouble waiting 

to happen
Police actively look for truants, take 
them to Truancy Center downtown

Hennepin County teens have a curfew
Under 12 years old: Weekdays--home by 9 p.m.; 

Friday and Saturday--home by 10 p.m.

Ages 12-14: Weekdays--home by 10 p.m.; 
Friday and Saturday--home by 11 p.m.

Ages 15-17: Weekdays--home by11 p.m.; 
Friday and Saturday--home by midnight

Whether you have school-age 
children or not, truancy affects us 
all. Regular school attendance is 
one of the most reliable predictors 
of academic achievement. Students 
who skip school are at a higher 
risk for drug abuse, teen pregnancy 
and criminal behavior.

Minnesota law requires that all 
children attend school until age 
18. Those 16 and older can with-
draw from school only with their 
parents’ written permission. For 
children under 12, it is the parents’ 
legal responsibility to make sure 
they attend school. If not, parents 
are subject to child protection ac-
tions for educational neglect. 

Anyone who sees a child or 
young person on the streets dur-
ing the school day should call 911 
with a detailed description of the 
child and his or her location. 

Police actively look for truants 
and are authorized to detain ju-
veniles who are skipping school.  
The students are then brought to 
the Truancy Center that is located 
downtown. The center screens 
the youth to determine if they 
have been in trouble before and 
why they are not in school. Con-

tact is made with 
their parents and 
school. Students 
are considered tru-
ant, and subject to 
legal action, if they 
miss at least seven 
full or partial days 
of school without 
lawful excuse.

The seven high 
schools in Minneapolis start school 
at 8:40 a.m. and end at 3:10 p.m. 
Other schools start between 7:40 
and 9:40 a.m., ending between 
1:55 p.m. and 3:55 p.m. Kindergar-
ten students usually attend school 
in half-day sessions. 

Some students are home-
schooled or attend alternative 
schools with different schedules. 
Whenever possible, get to know 
the youth on your block and pay 
attention to when they come and 
go from school. Get to know their 
parents and let them know if you 
suspect the students are skipping 
school.
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Emergency response  
training takes off

More training sessions are scheduled for 
June, August, October and December

The response from Minneapolis 
Ward 13 for welcoming he Com-
munity Emergency Response Team 
(CERT)  has been excellent. Neigh-
bors understand the need for prop-
er training to be part of a solution 
in a community-wide emergency. 

The fully funded training classes 
are filling up fast. Kenny Neighbor-
hood is just one of six neighbor-
hoods in Ward 13. All of these 
neighborhoods would like to have 
their teams trained and in place by 
the end of the year. Because we 
are competing for class space and 
public funding might dry up after 
2005, it is important that people  

sign up now for one of scheduled 
sessions shown below. The April 
session was full, but we had only 
one recruit from Kenny Neighbor-
hood. 

Why should you take the train-
ing? CERT graduates have the com-
mon sense knowledge to first help 
themselves, their family and then 
their neighbor. “Thinking Smart” 
and working with a CERT team 
member in an emergency are a fo-
cus of the training.

The CERT program helps train 
people to be better prepared to 
respond to emergency situations 
in their communities. When emer-
gencies happen, CERT members 
can give critical support to first 
responders, provide immediate as-
sistance to victims and organize 
spontaneous volunteers at a disas-
ter site. 

The Ward 13 office is coordi-
nating CERT registration. To learn
